Scene 1 

Scene opens with Ben lit by spotlight centre stage. 

OPENING SCENE UNDERSCORE  

Ben: Hello? Is anyone there? I’m in a bit of a rush here‐ I haven’t got long… 

The Judge appears in a spotlight behind Ben‐ stage left 

Judge:  Good Evening Mr Murphy. I trust you are well? 

Ben:   Err, yeah I guess. Look, can we be quite quick please? You said you had some important information 

about the Revolution competition final? 

Judge:  Yes... I wish to discuss your prospects. I’ve been following your company’s progress through the 

preliminary rounds and it seems you have the potential to go far, with the right backing of course. 

Ben:  Err, Thanks. Yeah, we reckon we’ve got a real chance in the finals, I’ve just submitted our entry today 

actually. 

Judge:  (‘Evil grin’) Cutting it a bit fine aren’t you Ben? The show is tomorrow!  

Ben:  Yeah…Look, can you get to the point because I’m supposed to be at rehearsals?!  

Judge:  Patience, patience! It just so happens that I’m one of the judges sitting on the panel tomorrow. 

Ben:  Oh, er… Oh God‐ sorry, I….I didn’t mean to sound rude, I‐ 

Judge:  (Interrupts Ben) Then I’m sure I must have misheard you Ben. 

Ben:  Right. But if you’re one of the judges, why are you talking to me? Surely it’s like… against the rules or 

something? 

Judge:  Relax Ben. As I’ve said, I’ve been following your progress with rising interest. I have come here 

with…shall we say… a business deal? I hold a lot of sway with the judging panel. Having me on side 

could prove extremely beneficial for you. 

Ben:  (Pauses a moment) Wait, are you suggesting a bribe? (Pause as judge smiles) Look, we know the 

Revolution Finals can open up big opportunities, but we’re not for one second about to buy our way 

into them! Especially when we have an act that’ll get us there by merit! 
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Judge:  Hmmm. You know, over‐ confidence is a dangerous trait. Some may look at it as pure arrogance. 

Ben:  Then I’ll be sure to avoid such people in the future. We don’t need your help. Thank you for your 

gracious offer, but I’ll be declining today. Good day Sir! 

Exit Ben, pause, Exit Judge

Enter	Alex,	Hollie	and	Grace.	Alex	has	his	arm	round	Hollie.	

Alex:  (Dismissive)Well done everyone, great run. Take a 5 minute break and then we’ll have    notes. 

Exit ensemble 

Enter Ben who heads straight for Alex. 

Alex:  Oh, Hi Ben. Where did you disappear to? 

Ben:  Yeah, err… sorry. I’ve got a bit of story for you though‐ 

Enter Rory; flustered and angry 
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Rory:  Right, don’t get too excited everyone, we can’t use Fame as our entry for the competition! 

Cast:  General shouts of curiosity/ confusion/ anger 

Alex:  Shush!! Rory, what the hell? 

Rory:  Apparently when Grace (at Grace) suggested ‘Fame’ as the song choice she conveniently forgot to 

mention that every entry must be a finale! Congratulations Grace! We now have less than 24 hours 

to find a suitable entry or we forfeit! All our hard work and effort‐ completely pointless! 

Grace:  I’m sorry, I didn’t know. Nobody mentioned‐ 

Rory:  (Interrupts) They must have Grace. If you didn’t have your head in cloud cuckoo land half the bloody 

time maybe you would’ve heard! 

Hollie:  Rory that’s enough! It’s not her fault; no one told any of us! How come we’re only finding out now 

anyway? Where’s Ben, he was in charge of the application? Ben? BEN!!? 

Ben:  Yeeah… 

Hollie:  Would you care to enlighten us? 

Ben:  Yeah, ok… well with the application, circumstances arose… unforeseeable complications… difficulties 

ensued… was rendered‐ 

All:  (Interrupts) ‐BEN! 

Hollie:  Why are we only hearing of this issue now? When did you submit the application? 

Pause 

Hollie:  BEN! 

Ben:  3 and a half hours ago. 

All:  General outcry’s of disgust and shock.  

Rory:  (Enraged) Ohhh fantastic Ben! Bloody brilliant. 

Grace:  Don’t shout Rory. 

Rory:  Well what would you have me do Grace, uh? Pretend everything’s ok and let some other company 

snap up the win we’ve deserved for years? 

Hollie:  That is uncalled for Rory, leave her alone! 

Alex:  Stop fighting. The point is we can’t use Fame anymore, but I’ll be damned if we let our struggle 

through those prelims go for nothing! So what can we do? 

Ben:  Find something else! Any ideas? 
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Hollie: Well there’s the obvious… done to death, yes. But at least we know it. 

Alex:  Ok, let’s give that a try then… go and get the cast and we’ll take a look.

Alex:  Well, ‘Fame’ was loud and active. I mean, ‘Bo Rap’ is great musically, but there needs to be a bit 

more dance. Grace what do you think? 

Grace:  Yes, I think I agree. 

Rory:  Oh come on; there was nothing wrong with it! It’s not like we’ve got long to debate this; in case 

none of you have noticed we’ve got less than a day! 

Hollie:  Rory It’s their decision, they’re the directors. (Turns to Alex)  Alex don’t worry babe; we’ve been in 

worse situations before. We’ll find something suitable. 

Hollie hugs Alex and kisses him on the cheek. Alex smiles. 

Ben:  Guys can we stop with the public display of affection please? Ok, let’s think… is there a finale we’ve 

used for a different competition that’ll do? Or something anyone’s been working on recently? 

Hollie:  Well, I do have something; it’s definitely got the upbeat factor that Alex was talking about. It’s an all‐

girls number from Sister Act. 

Rory:  I maintain there’s nothing wrong with ‘Bo Rap’! 

Grace:   Rory, I… (hestates) I think you’ve been outvoted. 

Rory:  Whatever… 

Alex:  Right Hollie, can we see it? Is it ready?

Hollie runs over to the cast who have just performed the song and hugs the soloists. 

Hollie:  Well done girls, that was fantastic!! Alex? 

Alex:  It was definitely very good, I think it would be a strong entry…  

Grace:  Erm Alex… about the song… 

Rory:  What about it Grace? 

Grace:  I don’t know, it just seems a bit… maybe… unfair. 

Alex:  (Showing small signs of exasperation) What’s the matter Grace? 

Grace:  Well, I mean… I don’t want to sound out of line, because I really do think that was great. It’s just 

that… well… 

Rory:  Oh spit it out Grace! 

Grace:  Well you gave the girls a chance to shine, and well… I’ve been working on something with a few of 

the boys so I just thought that maybe‐  

Rory:  Grace, we’ve only got a day… this is not the time to be playing battle of the sexes.  

Hollie: I don’t know… she has a point. 

Alex:  I know the one you mean Grace… I’m in it, remember? Look, Rory; would you mind going through 

the rules for us to check if we can use either of these songs? In the meantime… Grace, I suppose 

we’ll do your song. 

Grace:  (Surprised) Oh! Er, ok. Right I’ll just… just get them then. 

Grace goes to the girls and leads them off‐stage (Rear entrance) 

Exit all, lights down 

 

Scene	6	

A dark stage with Ben spot‐lit at front centre stage. We hear some echoing footsteps and the Judge appears 

spot‐ lit at back stage left. 

BEN SEEKS JUDGE (UNDERSCORE)  
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Judge:  I must warn you Mr Murphy, I am not some puppet that you can summon whenever you 

wish! 

Ben:  This is important. Showstoppers have had a change in circumstances. I… I managed to 

withdraw some money from our account without the finance office noticing; £200. I was 

hoping we could make a‐ 

Judge:  (interrupts) An arrangement? (Laughs) 

Ben:  Look, this isn’t funny ok! 

Judge: On the contrary, it is very amusing after your initial refusal that you should come begging 

back the same day. Besides, I will not agree to anything less than £500. 

Ben:  But I can’t afford that! If I try and take any more money from the Showstoppers account it’s 

bound to be noticed! 

Judge: That is not my problem. You can leave the deal now, but mark my words, it shall not be 

extended again. On the other hand you appear to need my help after your “Change in 

circumstances”. Can you afford to take the risk? 

Pause 

Judge:  I do not have all day Mr Murphy. 

Ben:  Oh God… Ok, Ok I’ll do it. I’ll have to come back in a couple of hours with the money. I’d 

better go. 

Exit Ben, lights down, Exit Judge

Alex;  I’d say that was as good as Hollie’s (quick glance over to Hollie)… but that energy, I mean wow! 

Rory:  Hang on a moment!  Grace, use your brain; we only have a day so stop messing around! You can’t 
seriously be suggesting that we use a song with just male vocals? Some of our strongest voices are in 
the girls! The number should encompass everyone! Don’t you get that?  

Grace:   Rory... 

Rory:   No! Everyone’s acting like you have such great ideas, but I’ve yet to see one. You just don’t think 

about what you’re doing.  

Grace:  Well why you didn’t say this to Hollie when she suggested her all girls number?  

Rory:   Well (looks to the others for support, coughs a little)...I...It’s just not gonna work, okay??  

(looks to Alex for support) 

Alex:   (takes Hollie’s hand) Right, everyone just cool off ok!  Can someone go back and grab the cast to see 

if anyone knows where the hell Ben has gone?! 

Enter ensemble 

Alex:   Hi Guys, has anyone seen Ben? 

Ensemble: General replies of no.  

Alex:  Right ok, Rory c’mon mate 

Males separate to stage right – Alex, Rory and MS (Male soloist for Song of Purple Summer) at the front. 

Females separate to stage left – Grace, Hollie and FS (Female soloist for SoPS) at the front. Female side 

mime/ while male side speak, then vice versa. 

Alex:   Rory, you know I’ve always got your back, but… (hesitates) you can’t go saying things like that to her. 

In that tone in particular....we’re meant to be a team...you know? And it’s not just now either, it’s 

been getting worse from the beginning. 

MS:   Grace again?  

SONG OF PURPLE SUMMER (SPRING AWAKENING)  

Rory:   She winds me up okay? She does it on purpose!  

MS:   Are you sure mate? Because, well, maybe it’s just from where I’m standing, but she never really 

seems to do anything wrong... 
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Rory:   (defensive) It not anything she does particularly, it’s just...look I can’t explain it ok?! (starts to get 

aggravated)  

Boys start miming, girls start talking 

  FS:  Well, why does he keep being like that to her? (quick look at Grace) She’s not doing anything 

wrong... 

Hollie:   (thoughtfully) I know...I don’t really get it....Grace (Grace sharply turns) do you know what his 

problem is? 

Grace shakes her head solemnly 

Grace:   I’m not sure. I’ve never tried to do anything to offend him. In fact I try really, really hard to please 

him, but it’s just getting worse. 

Holly hugs Grace. 

Holly:  He’s an idiot! I mean who does he think he is? I’ll tell you, I’m this close (indicates) to persuading 

Alex to kick him off the team. I mean, he doesn’t do anything, he only causes problems, and then 

he goes and upsets you for no reason!!  

Grace:  Yeah… but I suppose his critical comments are sometimes fair. Maybe it’s just me; maybe I’m the 

problem..... 

Boys start to talk, girls go back to miming 

MS:  She’s not the problem mate. It’s you. You don’t seem to be able to control your feelings.  

Rory:   My feelings? Get out, I don’t feel. Why are you talking about feelings anyway you girl! 

MS:    (Aside to Alex) Classic case of denial. 

Alex:   (Confused) Did I miss something?  

MS:   I have a theory‐ 

Rory:   ‐It’s a stupid theory 

M.S:   That our mate Rory here 

Rory:   Shut up!  

M.S:   Likes little Grace.  

Rory looks over to Grace sitting with the girls, the two share the moment which is noticed by one of the girls 

in a moment of comprehension. Girls start talking, boys start miming 

FS:  (Excitedly) Grace I think he must like you! It’s the only plausible excuse for his behaviour that makes 

sense.  

Grace looks stunned with the hint of a smile 

Hollie:   Oh I can see that hint of a smile Grace. You like him as well don’t you? 
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Grace looks up, looking terrified.  

Grace:  No… no, I can’t… 

FS:   Honey, it’ll be ok, love’s never simple you know …

F2:  Alright stop taking the piss guys. To be honest though isn’t she a bit quiet for you? A bit too passive? 

Rory:  I dunno (Pause) I really like her, but I can’t do anything about it without doing saying stupid. I guess 

I’m the one who needs to change, not her. 

M2:  You’ve gone soft! 

Rory:  Shut up, no I haven’t! I’m just trying to say I’m realising that I like her the way she is. 

F2:  Yeah, sure, but nobody’s perfect… it’s like the big man said…

Ben:  What do you mean? 

Judge:  Let us just say that if you fail to meet my requirements the consequences may be… severe. 

Ben:  Don’t threaten me! 

Judge:  I will do as I please you impudent child! 

Ben:  Impudent what!! 

Judge:  Silence! (Pause) You are in no position to answer back! 

Pause, Ben appears to be struggling with his conscience 

Ben:  (Desperate) Look, can’t you see I’m trying…? look… see (fumbles around with some money and holds 

it out towards the audience) take the 200 that I already have… I’ll get the rest as soon as I can. 

Judge:  Keep your feeble offering‐ see me when you have the full amount… or suffer the consequences. This 

isn’t just about the competition anymore, (With an evil grin) imagine what would happen to your 

beloved society if *someone* were to tip off the authorities of your acts of fraud? 

Pause. Ben becomes agitated again and in a fit of anger throws the money on the floor. 

Ben:  Do you know what? I won’t take this! It’s gone too far! There are loads of us and only one of you! 

You can’t threaten us like this… there’s just no way you can win, you’re on your own! 

Judge:   And yet of the ‘loads’ of you that exist, only you appear before me now. Where are your friends Mr 

Murphy? Do you really think they’ll still support you when they learn what you have already done? 

Ben:  I… 
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Judge:  I expect my money by the end of the day; or the Revolution finals will be the least of your worries. It 

seems you’re the one who is on your own. 

Exit Judge‐ laughing softly

(Some ensemble members including soloist for next song crowd Hollie asking; ‘What’s wrong?’ ‘Are you 

okay?’ etc., Alex and Grace take her to a chair. Ben uses the distraction to exit) 

Hollie:   (in between sniffs) My Dad....On the phone....He says...He says that we’re moving...and I have to 

leave... (to Alex) I’m sorry Alex... I’m so, so sorry...I think this means we’re over... Everything is... I 

can’t perform with you guys ever again.  

Alex:   Hollie? Honey, why didn’t you tell me? Why...? (he looks around at everyone else, realising it’s not 

only him that’s upset) 

Cast:   Can’t you stay here Hollie, without your folks? /Yeah, don’t leave… 

Hollie:  No I really do have to go, I could never afford to stay here on my own.  

Hollie says nothing, all eyes on her.

Grace:  Well it’s not a very well‐ known musical but its score is fantastic, I don’t think I’ve ever heard 

harmonies fit together so well. I mean, it’s not a huge dance number but it’s guaranteed to impress. 

Enter opposing production team – Becky, Ashleigh and Cole. ‘Showstoppers’ are all dispersed amongst the 

stage talking and trying to come up with ideas. Opposing production team are shocked by the lack of 

organisation.  

Becky:   So this is the famous ‘Showstoppers’?  

(All turn)  

Asheigh: So confident they can beat us that they’re just standing around chatting?  

Cole:   (scoffs) I wouldn’t be so sure of yourselves.  

Hollie:   What are you doing here, get out!  

Becky:   (scoffs) You’re just standing around doing nothing. It’s not like we’re gaining any insight into your 

future flop of a performance. God, anyone would think that you don’t even have a song! (all laugh)  
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‘Showstoppers’ look serious.  

Ash:   Oh. My. God. They don’t have a song.  

Rory:  We’re just weighing up some alternatives; that’s all. Now piss off, this is a private rehearsal. 

Becky:  Tetchy! 

Cole:  We’re just killing time. You see – we’ve had our entry down for weeks.  

Alex:  (Sarcastically) Well isn’t that nice for you. 

Hollie:  Look, you heard Rory. You’re not supposed to be here anyway. Go away. 

Ash:  Jesus! Aren’t we all stressed today?  

Cole:  Come on girls lets leave them to work out their mediocre performance by themselves. It’s clear our 

professional eye isn’t wanted. 

Exit opposing production team 

Rory:  Dicks. 

Alex:  Well, what did you expect? What the hell were they doing here anyway? 

Grace:  Perhaps we should forget about them and get on with it. 

Rory:  (With an attempt at encouragement, but sounding sarcastic) Oh yeah, I wanted to see this Wave 

Fusion thing you were on about. 

Grace:  (Defiantly) It’s called *Homemade* Fusion actually. But yeah, ok. I taught it out to a few guys the 

other day; you can all take a look and see if it’s worth adding the rest of the chorus. Just give me a 

sec.

(With a more 

accusing tone) Now, do you have any information regarding this mystery transaction? 

Ben:  No. I err… well, I’ll have to check. I can’t think of anything at the moment – I’m very sorry; I’ll look 

into it straight away! 
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V‐O:  Be sure that you do – and I’m afraid we cannot allow any further withdrawals until this inconsistency 

has been sorted. 

Ben:  Yes of course. Don’t worry I’m sure I’ll get to the bottom of it. Thanks for your time. 

Spotlight fades to dull lighting with Ben panic stricken.

Alex:  Ok, but let’s be honest here. We’re running out of time. Fast. What can we get together in only a few 

hours? 

CM1:  Don’t be so defeated, not after all the work we’ve put in… 

LIGHT (NEXT TO NORMAL)  

Lights dim to spot on soloist moving forward from the back, singing first to prod team, but they are lead off 

in the first musical break by first soloist at the mention of chocolate/caffeine, whilst the second soloist takes 

over and sings to audience.

More raucous remarks from the cast and production team, interrupted by underscore.

Opposing team reveal themselves at the back of the auditorium. M and F1 look very smug, but F2 looks 

more concerned and is uncharacteristically quiet. 

Ash:  Wow what a mess. I’d give up now if I were you and just go home. 

Rory:  You again? For God’s sake! Piss off to your own rehearsal and stop creeping around! 

Cole:  (Continues as if Rory had not spoken) We feel just terrible for you all (grins) but we can’t miss an 

opportunity to cash in on your imminent demise. 
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Showstopper cast members re‐enter 

Cole:  Ah perfect timing. (addresses cast) We’ve just been hearing about your unfortunate situation, but 

we may have a solution ‐ for some of you at least. 

Holly:  Will you just GO AWAY? 

Ash:  (Continues as if Hollie had not spoken) You could always join us; we could do with the backing 

singers! (laugh)  

Rory:  We don’t have to listen to this! 

Cole:   Yeah, yeah. You don’t like us, we get that. But, we didn’t put you in this mess.  

Ash:  (More menacingly) We didn’t force you guys to self destruct. This is serious stuff; they can shut you 

down for this! 

Suprisingly F2 looks as worried by this prospect as the Showstoppers, although she is trying to hide it. 

Cole:  … and you all know it. You guys are finished, but there’s always room for new talent in our company. 

(At cast) You guys deserve better than this, it’s time to leave this bunch of losers in the mess they’ve 

created. Who’s with us then? 

Freeze Frame except soloist 

ANTHEM (CHESS: THE MUSICAL)  

Soloist moves forward through freeze frame interacting with the non‐moving opposition and his own cast.

Ash:  God! Even for a musical theatre company, do you think that was a bit of an overreaction? 

Cole:  Fine, if that’s the way you feel, I think it’s time we had a conversation with the competition judges. 

You’ve all had your chance. 

Cast:  No wait!/You Can’t!/ Please hang on a minute… 

Becky:  (Finally forced to find her voice through the crowd) No wait…we…we can’t do that. 

Ash:  Why the hell not? The only reason they’re in this mess is ‘cos that idiot (pointing to Ben) tried to 

cheat us out of the competition! 

Becky:  (Disparately) Yeah, but…but ‐ he’s not the only one that judge has been talking to! 

Cole:  (Pause) What? 

Becky:  I tried telling you earlier, but I couldn’t. He’s blackmailing me too alright? This judge (Describes some 

characteristics to Ben) …right? 

Ben:  Well, yeah, that’s the guy. 

Grace:  Hang on? You’re saying this judge is playing us both? 

Rory:  That bastard! 

Cole:  Wow, this is a lot to take in… 

Alex:  You’re telling me! 

Ben:  But, guys, this still doesn’t help us. Now we just have twice the problem. 

Hollie:  And twice the manpower! (To opposition) Look guys we’re in this together now. If we act together, 

we might be able to minimise the damage. 

Cole:  Work with you? Ha! 

Becky:  Cole ‐ I don’t think we have much of a choice! (To Hollie) What are you suggesting? 

Hollie:  Well, what if we go to the competition organisers with a united front? It’d definitely put us in a 

stronger position. 

Ash:  (Taking hold of the situation and showing a more serious side to her character) Hang on…if you think 

about it no one has done anything wrong yet! Becky – please tell me you haven’t given him any 

money? 

Becky:  No – But I was going to, he kept asking for more… 
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Ash:  Then the idiot didn’t know when to quit! (To Ben) Ben isn’t it? Look, you still have the money don’t 

you? Well if you just take it back to accounts, say there was a mistake – no harm no foul. They can’t 

shut either of us down if no money’s missing! 

Grace:  There’s still the matter of the competition, but if we go together and explain, they might go easy… 

Hollie:  Exactly! 

Cole:  (In a distrusting tone) But, how do we know you aren’t going to throw it all on us? 

Alex:  Funny, I was just thinking the same thing about you… 

Ash:  We don’t have time for this; we have to trust one another. I’m going to talk to the competition 

officials with Becky and these two (gesturing at Ben and Hollie). You two get your act together and 

sort out our competition entries. 

Hollie:  (To grace and Ben) I’m beginning to like her! Well, come on then we’ve got a lot to do.  

Rory:  Oh yeah and a final to get ready for. 

Alex:   Oh god we still don’t have a clear entry! 

Grace:  (Guiding Alex off stage) Don’t worry, we’ll come up with something. Besides I have an idea; Rory I’ll 

need your help too. (Rory follows) 

Cole:  (To remaining girls and Ben, who are preparing to exit) I still not sure about this. 

Becky:  (To Cole) I’m sorry I got us in this position, but we can fix this. We just need a little bit of trust and 

maybe a bit‐ well… a lot of luck. 

Exits, leaving Cole alone on stage to sing. Joined by chorus when appropriate during song

V‐O:  Slow down please, one at a time!

Becky:  …So we thought it was time to come to you. 
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V‐O:  Ok, Ok. This isn’t the first time we’ve heard this story today. It seems that the judge in question has 

been trying this on with every team in the final! He was actually suspended earlier today awaiting 

full investigation. 

Hollie:  That’s great. I mean, we’re glad that you’re taking this seriously. 

V‐O:  Very seriously indeed. 

Ash:  What about the competition then? 

V‐O:  Yes, difficult situation. Well, given that you were all coerced into this and that you all came clean in 

the end, coupled with the fact that we already have a paying audience – we have decided that a 

formal warning to each team involved will be sufficient for now.  

All:  Yes!/Awesome!/Thanks! 

V‐O:  We do remind you all that cheating will not be tolerated in this competition, and we will be paying 

close attention in the future to ensure all rules are closely followed. 

Ash:  Of course. We understand. Thank you very much! 

V‐O:  Now don’t you all have a final to prepare for? It starts in half an hour and I have Showstoppers as the 

first act. 

Ben:  We’re first? But – 

Becky:  (Cuts in) Actually we were hoping we could switch with Showstoppers. How about we go first and 

they take our slot towards the end? 

V‐O:  If Showstoppers agree to the switch, that’s fine. 

Becky:  Great thanks. 

Lighting change to signify them leaving the meeting 

Hollie:  Why did you want a switch? 

Becky:  I thought it’d give you guys time to sort your entry. We’re ready to go on whenever. 

Ash:  (Playfully) Besides, you’ll need all the help you can get to beat us! 

Ben:  Yeah right! …But, thanks. You didn’t have to. 

Becky:  Come on, we want to beat you fair and square! Anyway, we’ve got to get going. Apparently we’re on 

next! 

Opp’s exit past Grace and Alex who’s running in to find Ben and Hollie 

Grace:  There you are! I’ve just found out we’ve been pushed down the running order. But we’ve come up 

with an entry. 

Alex:  Yeah Rory’s just organising the cast now. We’re going to use last year’s first round entry. It might be 

a bit rusty but it should be just what we need. 
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Ben:  Of course! How didn’t we think of it before? 

Grace:  Well, actually I did, but I wasn’t sure if it came under the finale rules. But Rory checked with the 

judge and we’re good to go! 

Hollie:   Ok, but explain on the way ok, the competition’s about to start! 

Exit All.
